Visitors can observe a large
collection of creatures from
around the world that live mainly
in freshwater, including a giant
alligator gar and piranhas from
the Amazon River.
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In the large tank where the beautiful azure-blue
(often referred to as ‘“Shikotsuko blue")
underwater landscape of Lake Shikotsu is
reproduced, visitors can observe a school of
kokanee salmon (landlocked sockeye salmon)
known as "chip" swimming in the water, small lake
prawns hidden among the beautiful aquatic
plants, and other creatures they encounter in the
water of Lake Shikotsu.
